More Than Just Speed Limits 
Speed limits aren't just numbers on a sign; 
they’re about protecting the people who live, 
walk, and play in our Township. Slowing down 
helps prevent accidents, reduces the severity of 
crashes, and makes our neighborhoods safer for 
everyone—especially children, seniors, and pets. 
Whether you’re rushing to work or 
just heading home, remember: every 
street is someone’s home. Let’s 
work together to create a safer, more 
mindful community. Responsible 
driving is a fundamental part of 
maintaining the quality of life in our 
Township. Even a few miles                 
per hour can make a life-changing difference. 
Drive with care, because safety starts with you!  

Illicit Discharge 
Illicit discharge is the improper disposal, spilling, 
or emitting of any material other than stormwater 
into a stormwater drainage system. Stormwater 
drainage systems consist of streets, ditches, catch 
basins, yard inlets, streams, and lakes.                         
Unwarranted discharge contaminates our                          
waterways by introducing harmful pollutants               
directly into our creeks, streams, ponds, and 
lakes. If you observe an illicit discharge or notice 
any form of water pollution entering our streams 
or stormwater inlets, report it to the township. 
Promptly reporting an incident allows the              
township to locate the source, clean it up, and 
mitigate further damage as quickly as  possible.  
 

Stormwater Management 
Utilize the following best management practices 
for stormwater these fall and winter months: 
 Clear Gutters & Downspouts – Remove 

leaves and debris to prevent clogs               
and overflows. 

 Rake Leaves – Compost leaves or use them as 
mulch—don’t sweep them into the street, as 
they can clog stormwater systems.  

 Inspect & Repair Your Roof – Leaky roofs 
can lead to water intrusion and ice dams in 
winter. 

 Aerate & Seed Your Lawn – Helps soil absorb 
more water and reduces runoff. 

 Shovel Smart – Clear snow away from 
storm drains to prevent ice dams and 
flooding during melts. 

 Use Salt Sparingly – De-icing salts can wash 
into waterways, harming aquatic life. 

 Inspect Sump Pumps – Test your sump pump 
and backup battery systems before heavy 
rains or melts. 

 Direct Meltwater Away from Your Home –
Create drainage paths if needed so meltwater 
flows away from foundations and doesn't 
pool.
